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Estate of Davis v. Northwestern Memorial Hospital  
Settlement:  $1.3 Million


The parents filed a wrongful death case for the loss of their first born child. At the time of birth, the physicians and nurses did not communicate to the staff pediatricians in the nursery that the newborn’s mother had a history of herpes virus infections, so that the baby could be examined and tested for signs and symptoms of contracting herpes infection.  In a newborn child, the herpes virus can attack the central nervous system and destroy it, because the infant has no immunity to the virus during the first month of life. The drug acyclovir, if given as a precaution, can halt the attack of the virus on the nervous system.  The herpes virus attacked his spinal cord and brain causing his death.
