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Jackson v. Westlake Hospital 


Trial and Settlement:  $7.5 Million


The plaintiff was brought via ambulance to the Emergency Department of Westlake Hospital complaining of chest pain.  No EKG was performed for 45 minutes to rule out a heart attack as the cause of her chest pain.  The plaintiff went into cardiac arrest and suffered severe brain damage.


The Plaintiff’s counsel argued that, according to the standard of care to rule in or out a heart attack, an EKG should be done within 10 minutes for chest pain patients. If performed, an EKG would have been positive for heart attack requiring life saving cardiac medications and cardiac catheterization.
