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Estate of Moore v. Wrona, M.D.

   
  
 Settlement:  $2.5 Million

This maternal death case arose as a result of a necrotizing fasciitis infection to the mother’s episiotomy wound which was contracted at the time of delivery of her first child. The obstetrician repaired the wound and ordered a narcotic medication for pain in the mother’s wound. However, despite continued pain in her wound and an increased white blood cell count two days after delivery, the obstetrician discharged the mother home.  This single mother, age twenty, was re-admitted to the hospital four days later with an advanced infection in her body. The plaintiff’s counsel retained an obstetrical expert with a specialty in maternal infections that testified to the negligence of the defendant and demonstrated that, even though the overall death rate for this infection was 70%, the mother should have survived with timely diagnosis and treatment.


Based on national statistics, Plaintiff’s counsel obtained a rare victory among maternal wound infection cases.
