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Wright, a minor v. Anderson, M.D., et. al. 


Settlement:  $6 Million

The plaintiff’s mother was a patient of a suburban obstetrical group for her pregnancy with baby plaintiff.  Three days after her due date, the mother thought she felt decreased fetal movement and went to the local hospital.  The mother underwent a non-stress test (NST), which measures fetal heart rate activity while not in labor, and it showed abnormally low amniotic fluid and umbilical cord vulnerability. However, the group obstetrician on call sent her home believing that one of her physician partners would see the patient in the office and evaluate the test results.  A few days later the plaintiff was born in fetal distress and suffered irreversible brain damage.
